Following are some reminders and points of interest from your Benefits Funds Office.
ANNUITY
A/B RATE ANNUAL ELECTION
I you would like to change your Annuity Rate, Election forms are due by April 29, 2011 

and will become effective May 30, 2011.  Forms are available in the Fund Office or online.
365-DAY CLOSEOUT RULE OF YOUR ANNUITY ACCOUNT
Please note that in order to closeout your Annuity account before retirement you must 

meet several criteria, “The 365-Day Closeout Rule”.  1) You can not have any contributions 
into your account for 365 days, 2) you can not have any distributions from your account 
for 365 days, 3) you can not be signing the out of work book for 365 days, 4) and you must 
verify that you do not plan on returning to work with a contributing contractor, either 
local or by reciprocal agreement.

Note if you do return to work after you have closed out your account under the 365 
day rule and later again stop working for a contributing contractor.  It will be a Trustees 
decision on whether you can closeout your account again under the 365 day rule criteria 
above or have to wait till retirement.

CHANGES TO REPORT TO THE PLAN OFFICE
After your Insurance Plan coverage becomes effective, it is necessary to notify the Plan 

Office in writing of any of the following changes with respect to any covered person by 
submitting copies of all appropriate certificates and other documents:

1. Marriage
2. Divorce
3. Births
4. Adoptions
5. When a Dependent who is over 19 is a full-time student.
6. When a Dependent who is over 19 and under 26 and has been a full-time student gradu-

ates from school or ceases attending school as a full-time student.
7. A disabled Dependent over the age at which Dependent coverage would normally ter-

minate becomes capable of self-sustaining employment.
8. A disabled Dependent over the age at which Dependent coverage would normally ter-

minate ceases to be chiefly dependent upon you.
9. Address changes
The failure of the Member to notify the Plan Office of any such change shall make the 

Member and the person whose status has changed each liable for the cost of any benefits 
provided if they are found ineligible.
